PROTECT YOUR VOTERS

Students are often the target of voter 
suppression. If you want to keep voting 
accessible to your students you might face 
legal battles with the school administration, 
Board of Elections, or third parties trying to 
close voting sites.



PROTECT YOUR VOTERS

2014: Local BOE consolidates Boone 1,2, and 3 precincts 
and designates Agricultural Center as the only voting 
site for the precinct. Decision is found 
unconstitutional.

2016: Local BOE denies early voting site for Student 
Union, Voting Rights Task Force sues and wins back 
the Union Voting Site.
